3. Several mixed-use parking structures have been strategically identified on the
Vision Plan to meet the demand of a residentially denser and more intensely
developed Downtown. Given the long-term vision of the Plan, do you support this
notion? Also, do you support the integration of the Farmers Market into the
Municipal Center’s current parking area, or should it be integrated into its existing
location, or the Downtown Plaza?
