Several complementary outreach efforts are taking place during the process, including a telephone 

survey to Chico residents, Web-based surveys, and interviews with stakeholder groups within the 

community.  

The General Plan is the City’s constitution for growth and 

these workshops are the beginning of the process to develop a new vision for how we grow in a way 

that benefits the whole community. The workshops are an important part of that process, allowing 

Chico residents and public agencies the chance to provide ideas into the various approaches to the 

General Plan Update,” said Chico Planning Services Director Steve Peterson. “It gives everyone the 

opportunity to share the things about Chico that they would preserve, improve or change.”
