A carbon footprint is a "measure of the impact human activities have on the environment in
terms of the amount of green house gases produced, measured in units of carbon dioxide". It
is meant to be useful for individuals and organizations to conceptualize their personal (or
organizational) impact in contributing to global warming.

An alternative definition of the carbon footprint is the total amount of carbon dioxide
attributable to the actions of an individual (mainly through their energy use) over a period of
one year. This definition underlies the personal carbon calculators. The term owes its origins
to the idea that a footprint is what has been left behind as a result of the individual's activities.
